The syllabus for this level 3 qualification consists of FIVE units.

1. The organisation of library and information services.

2. Selection, organisation and physical usage of material.

3. Assisting users to locate and retrieve information.

4. The library and information service environment.

5. Supporting learning for users  OR
6. Promoting library and information services.

Units 1-4 are assessed by completion of course work tasks as specified by the syllabus and a written short answer examination.

Units 5 and 6 (only one of these is chosen for completion) are assessed by course work tasks only.

This course will run over 21-24 months, starting with the first scheduled tutorial on Wednesday 6th September, (9.30-13.00), at Rock Road Library, Cambridge.

Students will need to attend a monthly tutorial session and prepare course work tasks for assessment, so a full timetable will be available at that meeting.

The charge for this course is £350.00 plus registration and exam fees.
