Quick Start Guide


As you know, MyiLibrary is one of the fastest-growing, most comprehensive online e-content platforms on the market today. With nearly 270,000 titles currently available, covering  all major disciplines, it’s no wonder we’re the leading aggregated  e-book and e-content online delivery  platform for academic, public and professional libraries  around the world.  

Now your patrons can borrow MyiLibrary titles for a specific lending  period and take those borrowed titles
‘on the go’ using their personal e-readers. 
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How it works…
First things first: log into your MyiLibrary account or create an account if you don’t already have one.

From the My Account option, select Login as show here on the right. Next you will see a pop up window divided into three sections (as shown below): Login to Your Account; Forgot Your Password; and Create an Account.
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Once you have logged in, you’re ready to find a book to download.
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Finding a book.
There are several ways to search a title. In this example, we utilized the Advanced Search feature.

After typing the word “autism” in the Full-Text Search area and limiting our search to just one publisher (see further down in the window) we are ready to execute our search.

There are many other options to choose from in order to refine your search options.
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Selecting one of these search results, by clicking on the book cover or on the title will display the title, its associated metadata and other essential data.









From either of the last two screens you might have noticed a link that reads “Add to bookshelf”. 
[image: C:\DOCUME~1\twilson\LOCALS~1\Temp\SNAGHTML1085d586.PNG]Clicking on this link, adds the title to your bookshelf, thus enabling you to download it when you’re ready. If you have more titles to search for, you may do so. 

[image: C:\DOCUME~1\twilson\LOCALS~1\Temp\SNAGHTML108835dc.PNG]If you’re ready to be on your way, you may head straight to My Account where you’ll find your selected books ready for your review in your Bookshelf.







Depending on how many titles you selected to put on your Bookshelf, you might have one book or many. But however many you have selected, they will display here, on your Bookshelf, similar to this example:
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If you wish to remove a title from your Bookshelf, simple select the Remove button. Once the title has been downloaded, the Remove button will no longer be displayed. 
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However, as long as the lending period has not expired, the download button will continue to be displayed, in case you need to download the book again. 

Selecting the Download button will download it to your PC. If you have Adobe Digital Editions installed on your PC, you’ll see the following pop up window appear confirming that you wish to open the eBook with that program, as show here below:

If you don’t have Adobe Digital Editions installed, it will prompt you for a location as to where you would like the file to be saved.

This allows you to save the digital eBook file to your PC until you install Adobe Digital Editions, which will allow you to enjoy your new eBook.

Adobe Digital Editions can be downloaded and installed from  http://www.adobe.com/products/digitaleditions/.























Once the MyiLibrary eBook has downloaded, Adobe Digital Editions will open. You might have to authorize your machine but you’ll be prompted. 
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Once the eBook has downloaded, it will open in Adobe Digital Editions as shown here:
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[bookmark: _GoBack]To move your eBook to a Nook or eReader or other supported device, plug in the device to a free USB port and Adobe Digital Editions will recognize it and you’ll see it displayed as one of the “Bookshelves” in the left-hand navigation column. Here, you’ll see the “nook” identified in the left navigation column. If you plugged in another device, you would see it named here in this list, in the same manner.
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Drag and drop the book you wish to copy to your device:
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Your eBook will now be copied to your compatible device.

Once that process is finished and the Copying Documents dialog has disappeared, you will find the eBook on the device you copied it to. 
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
