BRITISH LIBRARY

· Georeferencing.  Work continues on the large releases from November 2014 and March 2015, using the BL Georeferencer online tool. So far volunteers have georeferenced 55% of the total. The Library has now begun ingesting information from the Georeferencer into its catalogue and, in collaboration with the International Dunhuang Project, is also experimenting with using Georeferencer data for new forms of map search and access 

· Digitisation for Know Your Place Devonshire, in which BL is a partner, is almost complete. The British Library is digitising the 1st edition of the OS 25” inch survey of the country as well as Town Plan sheets which supplement the collections of National Library of Scotland. The team at NLS are now working on georeferencing the OS 25” materials ahead of these being made available to Know Your Place and on the NLS website. See also http://www.kypwest.org.uk/ 
· As part of the Picturing Places project – The British Library’s new topographical views and maps resource – the 1660 Klencke Atlas was digitised and images put online, which received a popular response on social media and particularly in the USA.  : https://www.bl.uk/picturing-places

· OS 25 inch County Series England and Wales, 1841-1952. We are pleased to have finally completed putting online all our holdings (89,818 sheets). Please note that NLS often lacks earliest editions of sheets, and our coverage of Wales is particularly patchy. We hope to extend the georeferenced layer of 25 inch 1900s mapping during 2018.

· OS National Grid 1:2,500 maps of Scotland, 1940s-1960s. In June we put online all our single 1km square sheets along with a georeferenced layer, complementing the 1:1,250 maps scanned in the Spring. Scanning of 1 x 2 km 1:2,500 sheets is underway.

· OS 1:2,500 and 1:500 maps for Devon, 1860s-1890s. In August, through a collaboration with the British Library, funded by the HLF, we were able to put online first edition OS 25 inch to the mile maps covering Devon, and more detailed OS town plans of Devon too: Barnstaple, Bideford, Brixham, Crediton, Dartmouth, Dawlish, Exeter, Exmouth, Ilfracombe, Newton Abbot, Plymouth, Tavistock, Tiverton, Torquay and Totnes. Georeferenced layers of these maps are also available.

· New Find by Place - with Marker viewer.
