BRITISH LIBRARY

· Geo-referencing.  Work continues on the large releases from November 2014 and March 2015, using the BL Georeferencer online tool. The map images, in the public domain, are being added to Wikimedia Commons in their own ‘British Library Georeferencer’ subset along with geo-location metadata for use by Wikipedians.
· The Library continues to submit metadata for inclusion in Old Maps Online (http://www.oldmapsonline.org) the portal for historic scanned mapping from map collections worldwide. This is now being used as part of the recently released app (for iOS and Android) which allows users to browse maps, text search, or search based on the GPS location of the phone.
· The Library has embarked on a two year project with Ritsumeikan University, Kyoto, to digitise Japanese-produced maps held in the collection. Digitised georeferenced maps will be available on the Ritsumeikan Map Warper tool 

· Stage two of the project to catalogue and make available for download the British East Africa portion of the War Office Archive (funded by the Indigo Trust) was completed in March 2018. View the collection at https://www.bl.uk/collection-guides/war-office-archive

· Ordnance Survey Books of Reference for Scotland, 1859-1882
The Ordnance Survey Books of Reference (or Area Books) record acreages of each land parcel on the OS 25 inch to the mile maps, and usually its land use, except in settlements and for counties surveyed after 1879. From 1859, Books of Reference were published for specific parishes, which the Library bound together into 22 volumes, ordered alphabetically by parish.

This new interactive Boundaries viewer allows counties and parishes of Scotland from the 1950s, and unitary authorities, districts and boroughs from 2017, to be viewed on a range of different map backgrounds. The new viewer is accompanied by detailed information on the history of these administrative units, significant legislation that has affected them, and cartographic information sources which show the development of these units over time.

This new gazetteer allows 2.52 million names on Ordnance Survey six-inch to the mile, 1888-1913 maps of England, Scotland, and Wales, dating from a century ago to be searched. The names have been gathered through the GB1900 transcription project, which ran from September 2016 to January 2018, transcribing all text content from these maps. Parish and county names have been added to the transcribed names to make the names easier to tell apart and to provide locational context.

PRONI Historical Maps Viewer – Launched 2017 https://apps.spatialni.gov.uk/EduSocial/PRONIApplication/index.html   
· This application provides web-based access to 1,500 geo-referenced Ordnance Survey maps of the six counties that make up present-day Northern Ireland, dating from 1832 to 1986.  Points of interest from the OS maps and NI’s Sites and Monuments Record have been geo-referenced and organised into themed datasets.  Modern basemaps have been generated using 1:50,000 Vector and Largescale data, orthophotographs, and Raster data (10k and 50k).
· The Historical Maps Viewer can be used to browse or search for a location using either a current postal address or the standard name of a townland, civil parish or town/village/city.  Using overlay, transparency and swipe features, historical map editions can be compared with one another, or with a modern basemap.  An index function provides PRONI catalogue references for OS maps associated with each location.
· Its development has been made possible by the Northern Ireland Mapping Agreement (NIMA) which provides access to contemporary mapping and spatial data and offers GIS technical support to NI’s government departments, in partnership with Land & Property Services (LPS) (the government agency responsible for Ordnance Survey Northern Ireland (OSNI)).
· The PRONI Historical Maps Viewer compliments the approach taken in similar mapping platforms for other parts of Britain and Ireland, including the OSI Geohive and the NLS Explore Georeferenced Maps.
PRONI Suffragette Map Application – To be launched July 2018

· This online map application was developed by PRONI and LPS as part of a wider project led by the UK Government Equalities Office (GEO) to mark the centenary of the Representation of the People Act 1918.

· The Suffragette Map Application includes 29 sites associated with the suffragette movement in the six counties which make up present-day Northern Ireland. The suffragettes were women who sought the right to vote through militant action – including organised protests and attacking buildings.  Each site has been identified using archival sources, then geo-referenced to locations on contemporary OS sheets.

· Details from the British Newspaper Archive (BNA) provides further information on the people and events associated with each geographical point of interest.
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
