NOTES FOR DELEGATES

These notes contain general information that it is hoped will be of use and interest to delegates.  More specific information about the lecture room, talks, map displays and coach trips are included in the Programme.

Monday 30 August Bank Holiday

Monday 30th August is a Bank Holiday in England.  This means that most banks will be closed and public transport may be less frequent.  Some smaller shops may be closed although larger stores will be open, though possibly for shorter hours than normal.

The University Library is also closed so there will be no one around to answer telephone calls or to read email. 

b) King’s College Accommodation
Accommodation in King’s College is available to those who have booked and paid via the Conference Organiser.  Please also read the information about the College in section 3, below.

King’s College

Tel: +44 (0)1223 331100  (This is the number for the Porters’ Lodge (where room keys are collected, etc.) which is not immediately adjacent to the rooms where delegates will be staying. This number should, therefore, only be used for urgent messages).

The College can also be accessed, on foot, via the entrance in Queen’s Road – use this entrance for getting to the University Library and for the coach trips.

2. EMAIL

It is possible to access Webmail within the University Library in the IT Resources area.  This is a small area off the Catalogue Hall which can be found at the top of the stairs leading from the Entrance Hall.  Alternatively, there are numerous Internet cafes in Cambridge

3.  KING’S COLLEGE  (King’s Parade, Cambridge CB2 1ST)
Arrival

Those of you who have booked a room at King’s College should go to the Porters’ Lodge at the main entrance to the College – also known as the Front Gate – on King’s Parade and just inside the elaborate gateway.  See the map and further information at http://www.kings.cam.ac.uk/visitors/directions.html  

The Porters will give you your room key and direct you to your accommodation (or will arrange to store your luggage if your room is not ready).  The Porters’ Lodge is always staffed.  However, after 18.00 the large wooden gate which fills the stone gateway is closed and you will need to enter by the small door which is part of this large gate.  After 22.00 you would need to ring the bell and wait until someone answers.

The College is very centrally located and is about a 10 minute walk from the bus and coach station.

If you arrive by car you can park temporarily on the cobblestones outside the Front Gate (to get here you will have to ignore the ‘Permit Holders Only’ sign at the end of the road).  Long-tem parking is not available at the College.  Instead, you can leave your car – at your own risk – in the University Library’s car park which is in front of the University Library building and is accessed from West Road (ask the College Porters for directions and beware of the rising bollards on Silver Street!).  

Breakfast

· Tuesday 31 August – The College is unable to provide breakfast on the morning of Tuesday 31 August.  The Copper Kettle opposite King’s College opens at 8.30am.  On Market Hill is Don Pasquale, an Italian restaurant and café which opens at 8am.  Near by there are branches of Starbucks and Café Nero and in Petty Cury branches of sandwich and coffee shops Eat and Prêt à Manger, all of which open early.  If you can wait until you have registered for the conference (from 10am) you could also have breakfast in the University Library’s Tea Room.

· Other Mornings – Breakfast is 7.30-8.30am and will be served in the Great Hall – except for Saturday and Sunday when it will be served in the Beves Room (but please check this with the Porters, just in case the situation changes)

Remember that on Thursday 2 September the coach leaves for London at 8.15am – see the Programme for details.

To the University Library

On foot, the quickest way from King’s College to the University library is across the river and through the entrance on Queen’s Road.

Departure

You will have to leave your room by 9.30am.  Leave your room key at the Porter’s Lodge.  

The Porters will also be able to advise on where your luggage can be left (on the Sunday, luggage will be left in the coffee shop, the Porters have the key).

4.  GETTING TO CAMBRIDGE

a)  Airports

The closest airports to Cambridge are London Stansted and London Luton.  However, London Heathrow and London Gatwick also have good transport links to Cambridge.

Important: On your way home, please leave plenty of time to get to the airport.  Public transport can be unreliable! 

b)  Coach

There are coach links from all of these airports to Cambridge.  Details are at:

Get off the coach at the coach stop in Drummer Street - about 10 minutes walk from King’s College, 15 minutes walk from the University Library. 

c)  Train

It is possible to travel from Heathrow, Gatwick and Stansted by train – though you may find the coach, particularly from Heathrow, much easier.  It is not possible to travel from Luton Airport to Cambridge by train without going into central London.

From central London you can catch trains to Cambridge from King’s Cross or London Liverpool Street stations.  The journey-time on the King’s Cross route is quicker.  (When going back to London, make sure you do not catch a train going to King’s Lynn or Liverpool Lime Street by mistake – these are in the wrong direction!)

d) Train Station to City Centre

Walk: The Railway station is a 30 minute walk from the centre of Cambridge.  The University Library is a 10 minute walk from the city centre.

Bus: There are plenty of buses during the day (fewer in the evening) – check with the bus driver that he is going into the town centre.  You pay the driver as you get on to the bus.  The fare will be £1.00 or £1.25 for a one-way journey – you do not need the exact money.  Get off the bus in Emmanuel Street – the main stop in the centre of town.  

· The University Library is a 10 minute walk from Emmanuel Street and the town centre.

· There are no buses linking the railway station directly with the Library.

Taxi: There is a taxi rank just to the right as you come out of the station.

The following are places which might be of particular interest plus a few personal favourites (but please check the opening times before making a special journey!)

Colleges

Many of the Colleges are open to the public – some charge an entrance fee.  

A word of caution – DO NOT WALK ON THE GRASS IN THE COLLEGE COURTYARDS – only senior members of the College are allowed to do this!

King’s College Chapel  http://www.kings.cam.ac.uk/chapel/
If you are staying in the College you will be allowed to visit the magnificent chapel free of charge – just explain to the person on the door that you are a temporary resident.  The Chapel is usually open Monday to Saturday 9.30am to 4.30pm; Sunday 10.00am to 5.00pm.  However, it seems that on Saturday 4 September the opening hours are slightly different - 9.30am to 4.00pm (wedding rehearsal from 3.00pm)

King’s College Library and Archive Centre (King’s College, King’s Parade but also accessible from Queen’s Road).  

The archivist at King’s College has arranged to display some key maps and documents describing the history of the College.  These will be displayed in the King’s College Library exhibition cases and in the College Archive Centre exhibition cases.  The Library is in Webbs Court and the Library exhibition cases are on the first floor.  The Archive Centre is on the second floor of the library.  There is a lift available.  There is a useful map on the College website at http://www.kings.cam.ac.uk/visitors/directions.html.  The area is open 9.00 to 17.30 from 31 August - 3 September.  

If you are not staying in King’s College you should explain to the College Porters (if asked) that you are going to the Library and Archive Centre – they should then allow you into the College free of charge.

Scott Polar Research Institute Museum  http://www.spri.cam.ac.uk/museum/  Lensfield Road
Cambridge CB2 1ER.  Normally open 2.30-4pm Tuesday to Saturday; closed on Sundays and Mondays.

The Tower of Great St Mary’s http://www.ely.anglican.org/parishes/camgsm/gift_shop/tower_views.html
Great St Mary’s church is almost opposite King’s College Chapel.  Climb the church tower to gain a view of the town.

Wren Library of Trinity College  http://www-lib.trin.cam.ac.uk/TCWren.html Completed in 1695 to the designs of Sir Christopher Wren.  Normally open to the general public between 12 noon and 2.00pm Monday to Friday but is closed on Monday 30th and Tuesday 31st August.

University Botanical Garden s http://www.botanic.cam.ac.uk/  Bateman Street, Cambridge CB2 1JF  Normally open 10 am - 6 pm.

Whipple Museum of the History of Science  http://www.hps.cam.ac.uk/whipple/ Unfortunately this museum is currently closed for essential maintenance.  It is unlikely to be open during the conference week though may open the following week.

c) Other Things to Do

Punting

Punting is not only one of the most popular activities in Cambridge amongst residents and tourists alike it is by far the best way of seeing all the colleges on the river.  If you don’t wish to ‘drive’ the punt yourself then choose a chauffeured punt!
