THE MORISON ROOM

The base for the conference is the Morison Room in Cambridge University Library.  The Library can be reached via West Road and, for those on foot, via Burrell’s Walk (see the location map on the Library’s web site at http://www.lib.cam.ac.uk/).  The entrance to the Library is up the steps under the tower (see the Library logo above!).  This will bring you to the Entrance Hall.  It is not necessary to pass through the barriers (which give access to the main part of the Library).  Instead, turn right into the Exhibition Centre.  At the far end of the Exhibition Centre is the door to the Morison Room.  To the left of the Entrance Hall is the Locker Room in which you can leave coats and bags (you need a £1 coin which is returned when you leave).  The Morison Room can be cold so you may like to bring a jumper with you!

For those arriving by car, there is a car park at the front of the Library.  This is accessed from West Road.

EXHIBITIONS AND MAP DISPLAYS
The current exhibition in the Library’s Exhibition Centre is called Writing Poetry: Manuscript Verse, 250 BC to 2000 AD.  See http://www.lib.cam.ac.uk/exhibitions/writing_poetry/ but unfortunately it includes no maps.

However, two small displays of maps will be available throughout the conference:

1.  University Library (North Front Corridor)
Within the University Library, in the North Front Corridor exhibition cases on the first floor, there will be a display of maps and aerial photographs: Aerial Photography in the Twentieth Century and Beyond.  This has been designed by Faith Clark and Chris Going of the GeoInformation Group (http://www.crworld.co.uk) and the talk by Chris Going on Wednesday morning will complement the display.  To view the exhibition you will need to go through the barriers in the Entrance Hall.  At registration you will be given a temporary Library Ticket which will allow you to do this.  Viewing will be possible Tuesday to Friday 09.00 – 19.00; Saturday 4 September 09.00 – 17.00.

2.  King’s College Library and Archive Centre (King’s College, King’s Parade.  The College is also accessible from Queen’s Road)

The archivist at King’s College has arranged to display some key maps and documents describing the history of the College.  These will be displayed in the King’s College Library exhibition cases and in the College Archive Centre exhibition cases.  The Library is in Webbs Court and the Library exhibition cases are on the first floor.  The Archive Centre is on the second floor of the library.  There is a lift available.  There is a useful map on the College website at http://www.kings.cam.ac.uk/visitors/directions.html.  The area is open 9.00 to 17.30 from 31 August - 3 September.  If you are not staying in King’s College you should explain to the College Porters (if asked) that you are going to the Library and Archive Centre – they should then allow you into the College free of charge.
