A large number of research funders - including all UK 
Research Councils - now mandate the deposit of funded 
research output into open access repositories. For 
information about deposit requirements of funding

Depositors retain copyright over content placed in 
DSpace@Cambridge. Most publishers allow authors to 
deposit copies of their papers in a repository. These are 
typically pre-prints or post-prints, and not the text as 
edited and formatted by the publisher. For more on

Open access means free online access to scientific and 
scholarly research output, aiming for rapid availability 
and maximum dissemination. Material deposited in 
DSpace@Cambridge is generally made open access.

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1.  Make sure that the publication is available in a 
suitable electronic format
2.  Check that you have copyright for the material you 
wish to deposit
3.  Contact the DSpace@Cambridge team for deposit 
rights to your departmental collection
4.  Deposit the material

If you have a large body of material to deposit, please 
contact the DSpace@Cambridge team to discuss a bulk 
upload.

DSpace@Cambridge is a digital repository, the purpose 
of which is to centrally store, disseminate and preserve 
digital material created by the academic community of 
the University of Cambridge.

The repository already holds material in a variety of 
forms and it will continue to accept deposits of various 
natures. Typically this includes scholarly articles and 
preprints, technical reports and other textual material, 
together with different types of content such as images, 
multimedia files and datasets.

•  Increase the visibility of your material
•  Comply with funder’s requirements to deposit research 

output in an open repository
•  Entrust storage and preservation to the 

DSpace@Cambridge team
•  Simplify re-use of material for teaching purposes 
•  Avoid broken links by relying on stable URLs 
•  Store and link research data to related articles
•  Manage your material through your own website 

DSpace@Cambridge is a repository for digital research 
output by members of the University of Cambridge. 
Examples of material already deposited are:
• research papers 
• reports 
• conference papers 
• technical reports 
• research data 
• multi-media files 
• images 
• source code

An increasing amount of digital material is being lost due 
to frequent changes in technology. Material deposited in 
DSpace@Cambridge will be kept accessible and reusable 
for the long-term. In order to ensure this the University 
Library has initiated the Cambridge University 
Preservation Development programme (CUPID). For
