· Topographical Collection of George III (40,000 maps and views) – work continues on making images available on Wikimedia Commons as an interim solution to the delayed launch of the BL’s UV

· Another 96 items from the Africa portion of the 'War Office Archive' are being conserved and digitised with funding from Indigo Trust, and will be added to those already available on the BL website at https://www.bl.uk/collection-guides/war-office-archive.  

· The BL’s Georeferencer has now been upgraded with an up-to-date interface allowing users to access and download Georeferenced data in GIS formats at will. The Flickr phase of georeferencing is ongoing but we hope to add some new content in the new year. Updated Find by Place - with Marker search interface In June we changed this application from Google Maps to use OpenLayers, with several new enhancements. The bounding boxes of returned maps are shown when users hover over the map thumbnail in the Results panel on the right.
